THE LAW 
AND 

THE CROSSDRESSER 

We are in no way attempting to act as 
a legal authority in presenting the follow­
ing information. If you have specific quest­
ions concerning a law or laws as they per­
tain in your specific geographical area 
contact an attorney. Obviously you should 
contact an attorney and one who is empa­
thetic to your lifestyle. 

The question of whether or not it is 
"legal" to crossdress where you live dep­
ends primarily on where you live. Cross­
dressing in private is, obviously, "safer" 
anywhere then appearing crossdressed in 
public. Even though there may be no spe­
cific law or ordinance prohibiting cross­
dressing where you live, or where you are 
visiting, there may be some law enforce­
ment officers who are personally off ended 
b¥ the act of crossdressing and may, if 
given the opportunity, pick you up on one 
of the many "Catch-22" laws available to 
them. 

Even though there may be no specific 
law at State level where you live there 
could well be one or more local ordinances 
prohibiting crossdressing. For example, 
while there is no law in California at State 
level the city of San Diego does have an 
anti-crossdressing ordinance. The same 
applies to the State of Texas and Houston 
and the State of Illinois and Chicago. 

WHAT TO DO IF STOPPED WHILE 
CROSSDRESSED 

Be courteous. Being a "smart-ass" will 
only further irritate the officer. 

The officer must inform you of your 
rights pertaining to self-incrimination re-. . . ' mammg silent and to have an attorney pre-
sent during questioning. 

You are not required to provide infor­
mation beyond your name, address, date of 
birth and social security number. Do not 
give a false name. Giving false information 
to a law enforcement officer in the legal 
pursuit of her/his duty can be construed as 
impeding the officer in the performance of 
her/his duty - a no-no. 

You have the right to call an attorney 
before the intake procedure begins! It is 
~ot unusual for this right to be neglected 
m the case of a crossdresser or transsex­
ual. You could well end up in a cell for 
the night, or worse in the "drunk tank" 
while crossdressed without having been 
able to contact an attorney or having your 
request to have one appointed honored. 
Appointed attorneys usually, but not al­
ways, come from the Public Def ender's 
Office. 

Volunteer no information. 
Don't tell the police where you work. 

They may contsct your employer. Knowl­
edge of your lifestyle may, of course, lead 
to termination. 

TIPS 

Wear clothing that "fits" the area or 
occasion. If you want to dress like a hook­
er, be prepared to pay the price. 

Don't: 
be a "public nuisance". 
be drunk in public. 
walk alone in dimly lighted areas 

late at night. (Women don't do this 
usually - it tends to invite rape). 
For you it invites the attention· of 
police patrolling the area. If you 
must go out alone in your neighbor­
hood, or nearby neighborhoods, have 
a dog you can take with you -
walking a dog before bedtime is a 
good excuse and a "natural thing to 
do".

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STORY UPDATE 
In March '83 we presented an article 

concerning the plight of Anna Marie 
Mostyn, a convicted bank robber, incarcer­
ated in the Federal and California State 
Correction facilities. 

The atrocious treatment she suffered 
was detailed. 

Well, now we have some good news 
about Anna. 

She has been moved to Terminal Island 
in southern California, where she is allow~ 
ed to occupy a single-person cell, with a 
private bath, on the medical ward. 

In April, this year, a hearing was held 
to prevent the government from continually 
moving her from pillar to post (remember? 
She was in seventeen facilities in eighteen 
months?). Since the attorneys for Uncle 
were so cocked-sure of winning hands down 
they weren't especially well prepared and 
in their zeal to make Anna look bad rever­
sed the tables on themselves. 

The judge ruled that Ann may not be 
moved from pillar to post in a game of 
musical cells/facilities and must be provid­
ed security from physical and mental 
abuse/harm while incarcerated. So, it ap­
pears she will allowed to complete her sen­
tence with a reasonable degree of security 
from abuse - both mental and physical -
from the prison authorites and fellow in­
mates. 

We are indeed sorry that Anna Marie 
has had to suffer the many indignities 
heaped upon her by minions of "The 
System", but this may indeed eventuate in 
a landmark decision concering the treat­
ment afforded imprisioned pre-ops. 

MORE GOOD NEWS! 

In a landmark decision a committee of 
the California Legislature approved by a 
vote of 5 to 2, for movement over the next 
hurdle, a change in the anti-discrimination 
law of the State introduced by Senator 
Leroy Greene to cover transsexuals in the 
law. 

Once this bill, ref erred to as "the 
Tootsie bill", is enacted into law any TS 
fired or not hired because of her or his 
transsexualism will have legal recourse to 

sue the off ending company through the 
civil courts of the State. 

This la test improvement in the wage 
earning potential of the TS is a direct re­
sult of actions by Katherine Rosen, for 
whom the the bill was introduced, and the 
ACLU TS Rights Committee to which so 
many of you have given generously of your, 
sometimes, meager funds. 

We t ip our hat to Joanna Clark, the 
out-going Chairperson of the TSRC. 

NEW CHAIRPERSON FOR TSRC 

Joanna M. Clark, due to the pressures 
of having to earn a reasonable living and 
keep her business afloat, has resigned after 
a two year tenure, as Chairperson of the 
Transsxeual Rights Committee of the 
ACLU. 

Joanna will be replaced by Diane Saun­
ders who is equally well versed in the 
plight of the TS and will work as hard for 
improvement of conditions as did Joanna. 

Joanna will continue serving the trans­
gender community as a member of the 
TSRC. 

NEW CHAPTER 

It is with great pleasure that we an­
nounce the opening of another Chapter. 

The Educational TV Channel (ETVC), 
now functioning in the East Bay Area and 
holding meetings in San Francisco has join­
ed the GGA as a Chapter.
